Main activities and responsibilities During the months at CRESST I became involved in a number of the Center’s projects and contributed 
to all of them in substantive ways. 

1. For a regional event involving seven states, CRESST was contracted to develop a rubric that 
could support teachers’ implementation of formative assessment practices. I was instrumental 
in the development of the rubric, which is now available for national dissemination in the United 
States. I am listed as a co-author on the document. 

2. CRESST is currently collaborating with the Educational Testing Service in a project funded by 
the U.S. Institute of Education Sciences to develop assessments of middle school English 
learners’ (ELs) reading skills and reports for teachers to have easy access to students’ results. I 
took responsibility for using pilot data from the field-testing of the assessments to design a 
teacher interface that conveyed student results in a clear and accessible way for teachers. This 
version of the score report is now being reviewed by teachers in a series of focus groups that 
are being conducted by CRESST. I am listed as the creator of this design. 

3. CRESST is also collaborating with the researchers from the Wisconsin Center for Educational 
Research to develop assessments of ELs’ language learning. An initial step in the project was 
to develop a validation framework for the assessments. I made some contributions to the 
framework’s development. 

4. CRESST is developing online modules of professional development for teachers on the 
implementation of effective formative assessment practices. I reviewed these modules and 
provided feedback.
