Summary of scientific interests
I started my research in 1995 at the Sacro Cuore Hospital in Negrar, Verona. Here, thanks to close collaboration with the Institute of Human Physiology (University of Verona), in particular with Prof. Giovanni Berlucchi and Prof. Salvatore Maria Aglioti, I participated in research projects on attentional disorders and unilateral spatial neglect in brain damaged patients. During my PhD period (advisor Prof. Leonardo Chelazzi), my research also included the study of the neural basis of cerebral plasticity and its implications in the rehabilitation of patients affected by stroke, or traumatic brain injury. Subsequently, my research themes have extended to include the biological correlates of body perception and action discrimination and to their specific disorders after lesions of the central and peripheral nervous system, focusing on the impact of body signals to cognition. 
As to the rehabilitation implication, my research aims to investigate awareness of pathology and the potential for recovery in various different clinical conditions in an interdisciplinary perspective.
