CLAUDIA ROBIGLIO

CURRICULUM

Claudia ROBIGLIO is full Professor of Geography, Faculty of Modern Languages, University of Verona-Italy. She lectures in Geography and Economic Geography at undergraduate and graduate level, as well as for Master degree. She is active in the Erasmus-Socrates program with Bochum, Grenoble,  Regensburg, Turku, Zaragoza and Bruxelles.
She graduated cum laude
 in Earth Sciences at Padua University in Italy. After having spent one year studying at the University of California in the United States, she became an assistant researcher at the University of Verona. At the beginning of her carrier, she concentrated mainly on environmental issues and on the use of water resources. Later on, having become part of the Faculty of Economics (and teaching in specialized degree courses, both in Economics and Modern Languages) she focused particularly on exploring territorial aspects of socio-economic activities, mainly choosing field work research methods. She joined several national and international research groups. 
Initially, limiting the geographical scope of the analysis to Vicenza and Padua (provinces located the Veneto region – North East of Italy), she examined issues concerning the domestic use of water (see: “L’acqua per usi civili” in M. Zunica (eds.), Il territorio del Brenta, University of Padova: Padova). She worked in partnership with the Consulta per l’Agricoltura e le Foreste delle Venezie and presented a research and a poster in the second Aquiculture World Congress (held in Venice/Italy in 1981). On the very same topic she presented a research titled “La troticultura veneta e I suoi rapporti con le risorse idriche” to the Accademia di Agricoltura, Scienze e Lettere (Verona) and she presented a research  titled “Maricoltura. Realtà e problemi” to a congress held in Genoa in 1985: “The Humanization of the Sea” 
Linked to the same topic, she carried out another researches (“Cave e loro recupero – il caso di Ronco all’Adige nel Veronese”) in which she studied aquaculture as a (possible) solution to the problem of restoring to productive use extensive flat areas previously devoted to mining activities. 
Venetian rivers have also been frequently the object of  her research, in particular on the occasion of studies (on river booms and mouths) preliminary to the Veneto region Plan concerning tourist (yachting) marinas (1984, CUEIM – Consorzio univ. econ. ind. manag.).
Later on other research areas in which Claudia ROBIGLIO has been active are the following:
1. geography of the population (especially migrations);
2. in depth analysis of issues concerning significant areas to develop and improve (see: “Rivalorizzazione recente in comuni rurali della pianura veronese”);

3. geography of transport, international logistic networks and exchanges (see among others: “Combined Transport in Italy: the case of Quadrante Europa, Verona”, in B. Hoyle, City ports, Coastal Zones and Regional Change, University of Southampton, Wiley&Sons ed., UK, 1996 – in collaboration with the Transport Geography Study Group; “Nodi Interni e attività logistiche: alcune nuove tendenze nella Padania Orientale”, in S. Soriani, Porti, Città e Territorio Costiero, Bologna, Il Mulino, 2002);

4. geography of industrial structures (and districts) (see: “Strutture industriali e reti informative avanzate”, edited by E. Borlenghi of the University of Torino for Agnelli Foundation).

Since 1989 she spent time in several foreign universities (UK, Germany, Finland, France, Denmark, Spain, Belgium…), in particular to carry out research activities concerning urban restructuring/regeneration in Europe, deepening the understanding of several cases of study and has been -being in the board- a representative of A.Ge.I. (the Italian association of academic geographers) abroad, specially with IBG (Institute of British Geographers) in their Annual Conference; she actively cooperated in the early steps of the foundation of EUGEO (see at p. 7: Belgeo, 2004-1, special issue for 30° International Geographical Congress. She edited (with G: Rizzo) the Italian version of P. Dicken and P Lloyd, Location in space. Theoretical perspectives in Economic Geography, 3d ed. Harper and Row, New York, 1990, chps. 6-10, F. Angeli, Milano 1993. She worked in and with Nunberg University elaborating software for vocational use.

In 1998 and later on, she focused much on productive systems to get a better understanding of current changes due to increased mobility, internalization and globalization (see: “La delocalizzazione produttiva veronese in Romania”, in which she examines transformations and evolutions touching the productive systems in the Eastern part of the Veneto region, caused by the shifting relations with countries of Central and Eastern Europe). 

In 2000, she worked in partnership with Regione Veneto and INEA (Istituto Nazionale di Economia Agraria) on the Rapporto sul Sistema Agroalimentare del Veneto (edited by P. Berni, V. Boatto and A. Povellato – Univ. of Padua and Verona).

She was also responsible for the research unit of the University of Macerata (and she collaborated with the unit of Verona) within the International Academic Co-operation Project A. F. 2001 (Ministery  of Research and University-MIUR funding) on sustainable tourism and itineraries: “Ambiente e patrimonio culturale per lo sviluppo del turismo sostenibile: nuovi itinerari alla scoperta di una eredità comune europea e alla nascita di nuove imprenditorialità” (Heritage, Landscape, Sustainable Tourism, Routes, New Entrepreneurship). The Italian partners were: Lecce, Macerata, Milano, Verona. Foreign partners: Joannina (Greece), Resenburg (Germany), Peniche (Portogallo). This is a topic on which she at present intensely carries out research in Verona and its surrounding area and in many Adriatic regions, in collaboration with Chamber of Commerce and other bodies and institutions (see publications 2003-2007). More in details we can say that at present she is dealing with studying how to use ICT tools to create Long Distance Paths and links with open source systems. The latest publication on landscape is on a worldwide known area Lettura geografica del paesaggio del Soave. Un paesaggio culturale pregiato. Paesaggio percepito: atmosfera armoniosa, in A. Lorenzoni e D. Tommasi (eds), Un Paesaggio Soave, Consorzio Tutela Vini Soave e Veneto Agricoltura, 2007, pp. 248-277 (with the collaboration of other authors).
She has been always active in geographical conferences.
Since 2004, Claudia ROBIGLIO started to co-operate with the University of Trieste (and the Centro di Eccellenza in Telegeomatica), with which she participated to national and international Conferences and meetings, presenting both papers and posters on the use of MMS (Mobile Mapping Systems) in various territorial contexts (both inland and waterfront). In 2006 edited an in depth research on a sample area between Verona and Vicenza with an interdisciplinary study group (geography, regional economics, ICT/GIS studies), Verona est. Le attività economiche e il territorio. Approcci e metodi per lo studio di territori complessi. Univ. di Verona – Univ. di Trieste – Chamber of Commerce of Verona.
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
