CURRICULUM VITAE
Marcello Ferrari was born in Verona on January 21 1950. He graduated in Medicine at the University of Padova on July 22 1976, with honors. In November of that year he obtained the authorization to pursue the profession. 
He received the Diploma of Specialization in Internal Medicine, with the score of 50/50 and praise at the University of Padova in 1981. In 1985 he obtained the Diploma of Specialization in Respiratory Medicine at the same university. In 2003 he received with honors the diploma of specialization in Sports Medicine at the University of Verona.
 
From July 1980 to December 1985 he worked as Assistant Professor at the Centre of Respiratory Physiopathology of the Clinica Medica, University of Verona.
In December 1985 he was appointed Assistant Professor confirmed for the grouping 60, Disease of Respiratory Apparatus.
Following a process of benchmarking, he was appointed by decree 2363/03 of the Rector of the University of Verona, beginning from 1/1/2004, Associate Professor in the scientific-disciplinary sector M-EDF/01, Methods and Didactics of Motor Activities, at the Faculty of Kinesiology, University of Verona. On 20/03/2008 it has been approved his passage to the scientific-disciplinary sector MED-10,  Disease of Respiratory Apparatus. 
 
From August 1992 to March 1993, he completed a period of improvement at the Department of Medicine, Pulmonary & Critical Care Medicine, University of Tennessee, Memphis. During this period explored issues relating to acute respiratory distress syndrome, and to the diagnosis of respiratory infection in ventilated patients.
The greater part of the activity is currently conducted at the unit of Respiratory and Sports Medicine, Department of Medicine of the University of Verona, where he is working on respiratory function evaluation in healthy subjects and patients, and on the effects of exercise on cardiovascular and respiratory system, both in the athlete and in COPD patients. Professor Ferrari is also interested in the field of sleep reated disordered breathing.
Teaching activity
The teaching activity, which started in the academic year 1976/1977 at the Institute of Clinica Medica, University of Padova in Verona, has gradually increased over time, to constitute, in the last 10 years, a fundamental part of its activity. He is teacher of  Respiratory Diseases at the School of Medicine, University of Verona. At the same University, is a lecturer at the Degree Course of Physiotherapy (1 course at the site Verona, 1 course in the site of Rovereto), of Nurse (1 course at the site of Trento), and at the Postgraduated Specialization Courses of Cardiology, Cardiovascular Surgery, Internal Medicine. 
He is director of the Postgraduated Specialization school of Sports Medicine.

Scientific activities 
The scientific activity of Marcello Ferrari was dedicated in the past to the modulation of bronchoconstriction by pharmacological agents, and to the pathophysiology of bronchial hyperresponsiveness in asthma. 
The main field of research is now constituted by the epidemiology of respiratory diseases, with particular interest on the study of the relationship between respiratory and cardiovascular diseases. A research field is also constituted by sleep disordered breathing.
