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Walter Artibani obtained the degree in Medicine and Surgery in Firenze, November 1973. He trained as urologist at the Institute of Urology of the University of Padova, working there from 1977, being appointed as Associate Professor of Urology in February 1985. In November 1994 he was appointed as Full Professor of Urology and moved to the University of Modena where he was the Director of the School of Urology and of the Urologic Unit at the University Hospital. From November 2000 to December 2004 he was Professor of Urology, Director of the School of Urology and chairman of the Urology Unit at the University Hospital of Verona. In January 2005 he moved to the University of Padova as Professor of Urology and director of the school of Urology, and chairman of the Urology Unit.
In December 2009 he moved back to the University of Verona, being Chairman of the urologic department and Director of the school of Urology.
He is member of several scientific societies: European Urological Association, International Continence Society, Urodynamics Society, Société Internationale d’Urologie, American Urological Association (corresponding member), Italian Urological Society, Italian Urodynamics Society.

He is honorary member of International Continence Society, Italian Urodynamics Society, German, Polish, Dutch and Chinese societies of Urology.
He was President of the Italian Urodynamics Society (1989-1994).

He was President of the European Board of Urology (2002-2004).

He was member of the Scientific Committee of the European Urological Association (1994-2000) and of the board of the European School of Urology (2000-2004). Since 2004 to 2007 he was chairman of the Regulatory Affairs Office of the European Association of Urology.

He was member of the Scientific Committee of the International Continence Society (1992-1994) and President of the ICS Scientific Committee in 1993.

He was General Secretary of the International Continence Society (2003- 2007).

Since 2007 to 2015 he was adjunct general secretary of the European Association of Urology, responsible of science.
He is general secretary of the Italian Urological Association for the term 2018-2021.
He has published 375 papers in international peer-reviewed journals (h index: 50). He has been involved in several national and international research trials.

He is a general urologist with special interest in functional urology (urinary incontinence, pelvic floor disorders and outflow obstruction) and reconstructive surgery (urinary diversion and pelvic floor surgery).

In 1987 he developed a novel type of orthotopic urinary diversion (Vescica Ileale Padovana). Since 2005 he started a program of robotic surgery in Urology.

He is particularly interested in urological applications of evidence based medicine, quality control and continuous professional development.
