

Curriculum of scientific and educational activity

A) Scientific activity
The scientific activity and related publications have mainly concerned:
1) Medieval lexicography
2) Late-ancient and medieval Latin
3) Early medieval Latin literature
4) Planning and implementation of digital resources for research and teaching in the scope of the medieval Latin language and literature
5) The bibliography of medieval Latin literature and culture.
1) Medieval lexicography
► Since 1976 he has been collaborating with the Latinitatis Italicae Medii Aevi Lexicon enterprise, placed under the auspices of Unione Accademica Nazionale, an Italian contribution to the wider project promoted by the Union Académique Internationale, to create a dictionary of medieval European Latin.
During this collaboration:
a) he has carried out the reviewing of numerous medieval texts, preparing about 50,000 record cards (kept in the archive of the Unione Accademica Nazionale in Rome and used for the drafting of the Addenda to the aforementioned Lexicon).
b) he edited the Addenda to the letters 'f' (finistus - fymus), 'i', 'l', 'm', 'n', 'o', 'p', 'q' of the first series of Addenda and to the letters 'a' (a - anditum), 'c' (caballarius - compatienter and crabro - cytisus), 'd' (daceo - domus), 'e' (epolonus - exxeo), 'g' (gabalus - gyrus) , "i", "l", "m", "n", "o" of the second series.
e) he participated in the revision of the two Novum Glossarium Mediae Latinitatis files relating to the lemmas paniscardus - parrula and pars - passerulus.
► He edited the lexicons of volumes IX and X of the Codex Diplomaticus Cavensis. Adopting the same editorial criteria of the Latinitatis Italicae Medii Aevi Lexicon, he recorded not only the semantic and semasiological neologisms of the Middle Ages present in the 281 documents published in the two volumes, but also the most interesting graphic and morphosyntactic phenomena, so to offer a significant specimen of the documentary Latin language of Campania in the eleventh century.
2) Late-ancient and medieval latin
► He has dedicated many years to study the tormented history of Latin language between the end of the imperial era and the Carolingian reform. The results have converged in the text Il latino tardoantico e altomedievale, which offers an accurate description of the complex evolution undergone by the Latin language (both as a language of written and oral communication) in the III-VIII centuries due to the significant political and cultural changes that affected Western Europe in this period of time.
► He has also dedicated a short essay to the sixth century Gaul's linguistic situation. Using the testimony of Gregory of Tours, it outlines the problems posed to the so-called "vertical communication" by the rapid evolution, in this area, of the language spoken in romance language.
► He has given news in printed contributions of some significant semantic and semasiological neologisms, present in the Codex Diplomaticus Cavensis and in the Codice Diplomatico Verginiano, but not registered in the lexicons of medieval Latinity.
► He organized an international conference at the University of Verona about Il latino nei documenti privati dell’Italia medievale (secoli X-XII), whose Acts were published in his care in the Archivum Latinitatis Medii Aevi (73, 2016).
3) Early medieval Latin literature
In the field of Latin literature, he worked on Draconzio’s Carmina profana and on the hagiographic production of Gregory of Tours.
► He dedicated some reading notes to the Carthaginian poet: to Romul. I 12-14 (on the probable date of reopening of the schools in Carthage during the vandalistic domination); in Romul. VIII 11-23 (discussion of two loci critici and new arguments in favor of the knowledge of Greek language by Draconzio); in Romul. VIII 36 and 244 (defense of two lectiones transmitted against the libido emendandi of publishers).
► He has dedicated several contributions about Gregorio di Tours agiographer: on the purpose of his copious hagiographic production and on the relationship between author-public of the saints in the Miraculorum libri octo; on the narrative technique of the bishop of Tours and on the complex problem of sources and their use; on the relations of Gregory of Tours with pagan literature (in primis with Virgil), the Bible and some important Christian authors. Moreover he gave the first Italian translation of the Passio sanctorum martyrum septem dormientium apud Ephesum. Finally, he produced the CD-ROM Gregorio di Tours agiografo. Santi e santità dell’Occidente cristiano nel VI secolo, a hypertext for research and university teaching, which contains the digital edition of the entire hagiographic corpus of the author (in the form of its most recent critical edition, in several places, however, appropriately amended), questionable with a search engine designed ad hoc, and has also proposed some educational paths and provided useful materials to advance research on this author.
► On the occasion of the celebrations of the 14th centenary of the death of Gregory the Great, he organized at the University of Verona, in collaboration with Fondazione "E. Franceschini", the SISMEL and the University of Trento, the international conference Gregorio Magno e l’agiografia fra IV e VII secolo, of which he also edited the Acts (together with Antonella Degl'Innocenti and Emore Paoli).
4) Design and implementation of digital resources for research and teaching
in the medium of the Latin language and literature
► The design and production of digital resources for research and disciplinary teaching related to s.s.d. L-FIL-LET / 08 are among the activities of LAB.I.UM, the Laboratory of Humanistic Informatics, which he founded and has been directed since 1999 at the Department of Culture and Civilization of the University of Verona. These are the research fields of the Laboratory: digitization, coding and marking of textual resources; development of models for the computational analysis of literary texts; creation of tools for the information retrieval in the collections of mediolatin texts; drafting of hypertexts for research and for university teaching of Latin, classical and medieval languages and literature. LAB.I.UM has its own website (http://profs.lettere.univr.it/labium/), which informs about the research in progress at the Laboratory and disseminates the scientific products matured in the context of its activities.
► Among the digital resources published for linguistic and medieval latin literary research is the ALIM website (http: // www.uan.it/alim), to whose design and implementation he has given a substantial contribution. The result of a scientific research program of considerable national interest, ALIM (Archivio della Latinità Italiana del Medioevo) it is a digital archive that aims to offer free telematic consultation of the Latin texts composed in Italy during the VIII-XV centuries. As scientific director of the research unit at the University of Verona [PRIN 1996 (national coordinator: G. Polara); PRIN 1997, 1999, 2001, 2003 (national coordinator: G. C. Alessio); PRIN 2009 (national coordinator: Gian Carlo Alessio), PRIN 2012 (national coordinator: Francesco Stella); PRIN 2017 (national coordinator: Edoardo D'Angelo)] and also as national coordinator (PRIN 2005) has collaborated with the directors of the other research units to design the site architecture and its search engine, to define the criteria and the rules for the digital edition of the texts to be entered in the database, the opening of the archive to a textual typology different from the literary one: the documentary sources. Under his scientific responsibility, the Verona research unit produced and entered the digital edition of numerous literary texts in the ALIM site and made available for consultation and quest in the "Documentary sources" section volumes 1-10 of the Codex Diplomaticus Cavensis, the 6 volumes of the Regii Neapolitani Archivi Monumenta, and the first three volumes of the Codice diplomatico verginiano, three collections of great interest for the study of the documentary Latin of the Campania area in the VIII-XII centuries. He has personally edited the digital edition of the 556 documents published in volumes I, IV and VII of the Codex Diplomaticus Cavensis, of the 182 published in the two volumes of the first volume of the Regii Neapolitani Archivi Monumenta and of the first 50 of the first volume of the Codice diplomatico verginiano.
► To the opportunities that Information and Communication Technology can offer to increase or facilitate teaching effectiveness, he has dedicated some works, in which, starting from his personal experience, he showed a possible use of new technologies in the teaching of language, literature and medieval Latin philology.
5) Bibliography of medieval Latin literature and culture
► From 1980 to 1990 he took care of the review of medieval Latin language and literature scientific studies for Bollettino di studi latini.
► In 1987 he published Bibliografia della letteratura latina tardoantica e altomedievale in appendices to Letteratura latina tardoantica e altomedievale by G. Polara.
► From 1987 to 2014 he collaborated with Medioevo latino by reviewing the Revue d’histoire ecclésiastique. As part of this collaboration, from 1996 to 2014, he also gave life to the Verona editorial office, which oversaw the review of numerous magazines for Medioevo latino.

Collaboration with other scientific and publishing enterprises
► Since 1989 he has been a member of the National Commission for Dizionario del Latino Medievale at Unione Accademica Nazionale.
► He is the correspondent for Italy of the magazine Archivum Latinitatis Medii Aevi.
► He is a member of the Scientific Committee responsible for the Latin-Italian Edition of The Works of Pier Damiani, promoted by Congregazione Camaldolese OSB.
► He participates in the scientific activity of SISMEL (International Society for the Study of the Latin Middle Ages), of which he is an ordinary member.
B) Educational activity
► Since February 1, 1973 until today he has continuously carried out university teaching activities, with the commitment and responsibilities required from time to time by the assigned function.
First as a graduate assigned to practical exercises for students (1/2 / 1973-31 / 8/1973), then scholarship holder (1/11 / 1973-31 / 3/1975), then as a contractor (1/4 / 1975-31 / 7/1980) and finally researcher (1/8 / 1980-22 / 9/1992) held exercises and seminars for students of Latin Literature and History of Medieval Latin Literature at the Faculty of Letters and Philosophy of the University of Naples "Federico II". Here he was also a substitute teacher of History of Medieval Latin Literature in the academic year 1991-1992.
He moved from 11/23/1992 at the Faculty of Letters and Philosophy of the University of Verona, where he continued to carry out the teaching activity of researcher, holding seminars on late Latin authors and texts for the students of the Latin Literature course. In this same place, starting from the academic year 1992-1993, he was awarded the assignment of medieval Latin Literature, a task that was renewed uninterruptedly until the academic year 2000-2001, the year in which he played substitute, also the teaching of Latin Literature at the Faculty of Foreign Languages and Literatures of the University of Verona. 
Following a comparative evaluation procedure, he was nominated from the academic year 2001-2002 associate professor for the scientific-disciplinary sector L-FIL-LET / 08 at the Faculty of Letters and Philosophy of the University of Verona, and has continued to teach until 31 December 2010 the Medieval Latin Literature. During the academic year 2001-2002 he also held the teaching of History of the Handwritten Tradition at the Faculty of Foreign Languages and Literatures of the University of Verona and, by assignment, the teaching of Educational Technologies for the linguistic and literary teachings at SSIS of Veneto. From the academic year 2002-2003 to the academic year 2008-2009 at SSIS he has continuously taught, by assignment, Didactics of language and Latin literature. 

From 1 January 2011 he is Professor of the scientific-disciplinary sector L-FIL-LET / 08 at the University of Verona, where he is still teaching Medieval Latin Literature in degree courses in Literature, Tradition and interpretation of literary texts and in historical sciences.  

► In the three-year academic period 2001-2004, as a member of the Faculty Board, he carried out teaching and tutoring activities at the PhD program in Classical Philology of the University of Parma.
At the University of Verona he was a member of the Faculty Board of the PhD in Literature and Philology (from 2004-2005 to 2012-2013) and in Philological, Literary and Linguistic Studies (from 2013-2014 to 2016-2017). Since the academic year 2017-2018 he has been participating in the PhD College in Philology, Literature and Performing Arts.
► He was invited to give lectures and seminars for students enrolled in PhD courses at the University of Rome "La Sapienza", Naples "Federico II", Venice "Ca 'Foscari", Udine, Milan Cattolica, Foggia, Messina, Roma TRE, Trieste.
C) Institutional activity
► He was a member of the Academic Senate of the University of Verona, as Representative of the Researchers (academic triennium 1998/1999 - 1999/2000 - 2000/2001) and then of the Associate Professors (academic triennium 2004/2005 - 2005 / 2006 - 2006/2007) of the Faculty of Letters and Philosophy.
► He was President of the Academic Board of the degree courses in Literature and Tradition and interpretation of literary texts (academic triennium 2013/2014 - 2014/2015 - 2015/2016).
► He was a member of competition commissions for positions as University Researcher and Associate Professor, as well as of confirmation commissions in the role of Researchers and Associate Professors.
► He was a member of exam commissions for the awarding of the Ph.D.
