Scientific Activity
Main fields of research:

- Form of regional government 

The subject of his doctoral thesis (2002-2005) was the Form of regional government. He paid particular attention to the constitutional amendments adopted from 1999 to 2001, as well as to relevant constitutional case law. The results of this research were included in the monograph “La “presunzione di consonanza”. Esecutivo e Consiglio nelle Regioni a statuto ordinario”, edited by Giuffré in 2010.
During his studies on the form of government and local authorities, he was member of the Research Group that advised the Municipality of Milan on the creation of the Metropolitan Area (2012-2014).

- Fundamental Rights and Discriminations
This topic was studied by editing numerous publications, by lecturing and attending as speaker in conferences on different related subjects. He analyzed:  
· The identification of the fundamental rights and of their national and international protection instruments;
· The current and controversial issues on the abortion on demand and on the medically assisted procreation;
· The discriminations and the principle of equality, with particular reference to the gender and age discriminations;
· The critical aspects and the advantages in combating discriminations of the so-called Gender and social balance. 
- Constitutional Justice 
This subject was examined from different points of view. In particular, he focused on: 

· The problems deriving from the conflicts in the attribution of state powers. He paid particular attention to the intervention of single parliamentary members in the conflicts under article 68 of the Italian Constitution;
· The reform of the French Constitution in 2008 and its implementation in 2010, which introduced the constitutional judgment raised as an incidental question. This research was carried out in the institute GERJC of Aix en Provence. His interest on the analysis of the French system inspired the publication of a monograph on this subject. The study of the foreign system was aimed at defining useful instruments to “repair” the Italian Constitutional System of Justice. The monograph was published in 2016 with the following title: “La question prioritaire de constitutionnalité in Francia: analisi di una riforma attesa e dei suoi significati per la giustizia costituzionale italiana”;
· The Italian incidental control of constitutionality, with special regard to his Report in the Annual Convention of the Associazione Gruppo di Pisa in 2017 on the relevance and effects of the Constitutional Court’s decisions in the main proceeding;
· The matters concerning the time modulation of the effects of the constitutionality decisions. His research did not included the Italian and French system.

- Relations between the Italian and the European Union Law

He analyzed this subject at general level and with reference to specific cases. He also examined the problems arising from the approval of the new content of the article 117, paragraph 1 of the Italian Constitution. He reflected on the possibility to change the usual scheme adopted in the resolution of the antinomies between Italian and European law. 
- Mandatory prosecution and organization of the Italian Prosecutor’s Offices
As the Italian justice system is suffering, he focused on the possible remedies, in particular in criminal field, to increase the efficiency of justice. In particular, he analyzed the constitutional matters regarding the so-called Priority criteria in criminal proceeding.
- Electoral systems
Since 2005, he has been studying electoral systems. He principally focused on the problems of constitutionality deriving from the subjects approved by the Italian Parliament and by the Regions. More recently, he analyzed the controls of constitutionality on electoral regulations: a) possibility of a preventive constitutional control on electoral law; b) incidental refer to the Constitutional Court.
