At the time of application, applicants should be at least in their second semester of
university education and must remain enrolled at their home university while
studying in Jena.

Language Sending institutions should make sure they nominate students with sufficient

proficiency language abilities. We do not ask for any test certificates. We strongly recommend

guest students to prepare for their studies in Jena by learning enough German to
be able to follow the instructions, successfully pass exams, and live in Germany.
Only few courses are taught in English. The minimum level required for either
language is B2 according to the Common European Framework of Reference for
Languages (CEFR).
